Heuywood who brought the Alex Morales "Tamale Wagon" from 19th starting
position to 7th for the best passing job in the feature.

Before a caracity crowd, with the Fair in the background. Arizona
sprint car champion Richard Griffin started out the day with fast time
at 19.684. Eddie Wirth won the trophy dash with ten lap heat wins going
to Jim Lauri lU,IRick Ungar, Walt Kennedy and Jeff Heywood. Tom Stahl
won the consy while John Redican won the 12 lap semi main.
